Patient Tracking Pilot Project:  Phase II (FY 2011)
Exercise Guide
Scope:  
This document contains three tabletop exercise templates. At least one hospital representative and one EMS representative from the grant awarded agencies should participate in each exercise.  The goals of these exercises are to create alerts on WI Trac, scan “patients”, and view patient data on WI Trac.

Guidelines:  

1. These three exercises can be modified if all participating individuals are in agreement. For example, if the participating Hospital and EMS agency both agree that they would like to exercise patient tracking during a full-scale countywide exercise, then the participating Hospital and EMS service can modify the scenarios below to better fit their exercise.   
2. It is strongly recommended that the first exercise remain a tabletop exercise with both EMS and the Hospital participating in this exercise within the same room.

3. These exercises CANNOT involve actual patients due to HIPAA restrictions.  However, volunteers are acceptable.

4. For the hospitals to be able to receive funding for their staff time for these exercises, the exercises must be conducted between the date of their grant award letter and May 30, 2012.

Pre-Exercise Activities:
1. Personal Profile Roles and Alert Receipt Options
Be sure that all representatives, both from the Hospital and EMS, involved in these exercises are registered on and familiar with WI Trac.  Also, individuals should have their personal profiles updated accordingly to be able to participate in the patient tracking portion of WI Trac.  Be sure the roles applicable to WI Trac Patient Tracking have been updated accordingly.  NOTE:  Only Site Administrators are able to assign these roles to individuals participating in this exercise.  
Instructions for Site Administrators to Update these Roles:
Log into WI Trac.  Click on the “Staff” button to the left, and click on the appropriate individual’s name to open their profile.  Scroll down to the following three sections and modify accordingly:  
A. Permission Group: For those involved in these exercises, the drop down box within the personal profile next to “Permission Group” should be one of the following: SITE USER or SITE ADMINISTRATOR.  For the purpose of this exercise, all other roles should be ignored in this drop-down box.  
B. Alert Receipt Options: To be sure individuals receive alerts via their preferred method of notification, scroll down (while in an individual’s personal settings) and click the “Modify” button near the bottom of the page.  A pop-up box will open up.  The pop-up box will have three tabs within it:  Alert, Facility Diversion, and Command Center.  Within each tab, check the settings to reflect the method by which the individual would like to be alerted.
C. Patient Tracking Settings:  For those involved in this exercise, the drop down box within the personal profile next to “Patient Tracking Settings” should be the following:  Patient Tracking Manager.  For the purpose of this exercise, all other roles should be ignored in this drop-down box.
NOTE: Be sure to click the “Submit” button at the bottom to save these settings once modified.
2.  Required Equipment

· Two Laptop Computers with access to the Internet:  One computer will be used during the exercises for the hospitals to write the alerts and to view the patients/information entered into patient tracking, and the other computer will be used by EMS to dock the scanners to transmit the information. Software to allow communication between the scanner and the computer must be loaded prior to the exercise.  (See also Scanner section below.)
· Projector/screen:  If the exercises are completed with a group of individuals within the same room, it would be helpful to have the computer that the hospital is using to view WI Trac attached to a projector so that everyone can view the patient tracking data via WI Trac simultaneously.

· Scanner and components included within the carrying case:  This will be used during the exercises by EMS only.  EMS will be scanning the “patients”.  Be sure that those using this scanner during the exercise have previously turned on the scanner and loaded the appropriate software onto BOTH the scanner and the computer that will be used during the exercise.  If the laptop is using MS Windows XP, you will need to download Microsoft Active Sync 4.5.  If the laptop is using Microsoft VISTA, you should not need any additional synching software downloads.  This must be completed prior to the exercise.  (For more information regarding the scanner and laptops for the exercise, please see your WHEPP and/or RTAC Coordinator.)
· Triage Wristbands:  These will represent patients during the exercises.

3.  Preparing the Scanners
· Be sure scanners are fully charged prior to the exercise.
· Test the scanners with their corresponding docking stations and computers prior to the exercise.

SCENARIO #1
At approximately 13:00, a multi-vehicle accident occurs on Interstate 90.  EMS calls the closest hospital to the incident to report the accident and to have the hospital create an alert on WI Trac so that they can begin triaging patients with the scanner.  EMS reports to the hospital that 5 victims are involved in the crash with various injuries.
Step 1.  HOSPITAL creates the alert via WI Trac on the computer.
· The Alert Type should be “MCI (Mass Casualty Incident)”.

· Be sure to begin the short description of the alert with “TEST**” and to end the short description with “**TEST”.
· Select all hospitals and EMS agencies involved in this exercise.  NOTE:  In a real incident, you would select all hospitals and EMS agencies that would be likely to triage and/or receive patients. You can add more later in the incident, but it is better to err on the side of more upon creation of the incident so as not to have to go back into WI Trac during triage to add more services or hospitals.
· Do not include WI Trac Administration/Alert All Roles in your selection of alert recipients.

· Include the scenario in the full description also beginning the text with “TEST**” and ending the text with “**TEST”.
· Be sure to click the “Submit” button at the bottom of the page to send the alert.

NOTE:  For more information on writing alerts, please click “Knowledgebase” at the top when logged into WI Trac.  Once in “Knowledgebase”, click on the folder in the left column titled, “V. WI Trac Information”.  Then click on the “A. Training Materials” folder.  There are instruction sheets located in this folder related to writing alerts.  
Step 2.  HOSPITAL updates the patient tracking incident in WI Trac.
· While in WI Trac, click on “Patient Tracking” in the top blue bar.

· Click “Accept” when the screen pops up asking about the privacy statement.

· Click on the edit icon to the left of the title of the incident name, or, if there is no edit icon displayed, click on the incident name.
· Scroll down to the three areas: “Active”, “MCI”, and “Practice Drill”.  Make sure “Yes” is selected for all three.  (The MCI section may or may not be a drop-down box. Either way, be sure it is selected as an MCI incident.)
· Be sure to click “Save” at the bottom of the page.

Step 3.  EMS scans the patients.
· Turn ON the scanner and place it in the docking station connected to the laptop computer/internet.
· ‘Send / Receive Updates’ to update the scanner to the WI Trac incident.
· Click ‘Switch Incident’, and locate the WI Trac incident for your session.
· Double-click on the correct WI Trac Incident.
· Lay out 5 wristbands on the table.

· Add a “New Patient” on the scanner for each wristband, and scan each wristband.

· Designate a triage color for each patient.

· For the purpose of this exercise, no other patient data is required; however, we encourage further exploration through the fields available on the patient’s record in the scanner.  Feel free to enter data as you choose with the assistance of your WHEPP and/or RTAC Coordinators that are present at this training session.
· Designate a destination hospital (i.e. hospital participating in this exercise).

· Click ‘New Patient’ to add additional patients.

· Click ‘OK’ when completed with all patients.
· Dock the scanner back in its cradle connected to the computer.

· Upload the data by clicking ‘Send / Receive Updates’.
Step 4:   HOSPITAL views the updated patient information.
· While in the Patient Tracking section of WI Trac, the hospital can view the “Overview” and “Patients” tabs to view updated information.

Step 5:  HOSPITAL concludes the exercise.
· Go into “Alert Manager” and open the alert that was created during this exercise by clicking on the alert’s title.  Scroll down and “complete” the alert.  Be sure to click the “Submit” button at the bottom to save this change.
· Go into “Patient Tracking” within WI Trac, and click on the edit icon to the left of the incident.  Scroll down, and click the “No” button after the word “Active”. Be sure to click the “Save” button at the bottom to save this change.
SCENARIO #2
A tornado touches down in [ENTER CITY], WI.  Three homes have been hit.  EMS arrives on the scene and estimates 10 victims from the incident.  EMS contacts the closest hospital to the scene and reports the estimated victim number and asks the hospital to create a WI Trac alert so that they can begin scanning/triaging patients.

Step 1.  HOSPITAL creates the alert via WI Trac on the computer.
· The Alert Type should be “MCI (Mass Casualty Incident)”.

· Be sure to begin the short description of the alert with “TEST**” and to end the short description with “**TEST”.

· Select all hospitals and EMS agencies involved in this exercise.  NOTE:  In a real incident, you would select all hospitals and EMS agencies that would be likely to triage and/or receive patients. You can add more later in the incident, but it is better to err on the side of more upon creation of the incident so as not to have to go back into WI Trac during triage to add more services or hospitals.

· Do not include WI Trac Administration/Alert All Roles in your selection of alert recipients.

· Include the scenario in the full description also beginning the text with “TEST**” and ending the text with “**TEST”.

· Be sure to click the “Submit” button at the bottom of the page to send the alert.

NOTE:  For more information on writing alerts, please click “Knowledgebase” at the top when logged into WI Trac.  Once in “Knowledgebase”, click on the folder in the left column titled, “V. · ‘Send / Receive Updates’ to update the scanner to the WI Trac incident.

· Click ‘Switch Incident’, and locate the WI Trac incident for your session.

· Double-click on the correct WI Trac Incident.

· Lay out 10 wristbands on the table.
· Assign one patient scenario page to each wristband.  (See attached patient scenarios.)

· Add a “New Patient” on the scanner for each wristband, and scan each wristband.

· Designate a triage color for each patient.

· Enter patient data for each patient in the scanner from the patient scenarios.
· Designate a destination hospital for each (i.e. hospital participating in this exercise).

· Click ‘New Patient’ to add additional patients.

· Click ‘OK’ when completed with all patients.

· Dock the scanner back in its cradle connected to the computer.

· Upload the data by clicking ‘Send / Receive Updates’.

Step 4:   HOSPITAL views the updated patient information.

· While in the Patient Tracking section of WI Trac, the hospital can view the “Overview” and “Patients” tabs to view updated information.

Step 5:  HOSPITAL concludes the exercise.
· Go into “Alert Manager” and open the alert that was created during this exercise by clicking on the alert’s title.  Scroll down and “complete” the alert.  Be sure to click the “Submit” button at the bottom to save this change.

· Go into “Patient Tracking” within WI Trac, and click on the edit icon to the left of the incident.  Scroll down, and click the “No” button after the word “Active”.  Be sure to click the “Save” button at the bottom to save this change.
SCENARIO #3
On a summer night at the [ENTER COUNTY NAME] County Fair, an explosion rocks the grandstand at the Demolition Derby.  A small tanker full of reserve fuel near the grandstand has ignited and caused a large explosion near the lower west end of the grandstand.  EMS arrives on the scene and estimates approximately 15 patients that need to be transported to hospitals.  Many have burn injuries.  EMS contacts the closest hospital to the scene to report the incident and to ask the hospital to write a WI Trac alert so that they can begin scanning/triaging patients.
About 20 minutes after the event, the hospital has two individuals arrive at the Emergency Department.  Both are checking to see if their children have been admitted to the hospital.  One is the father of an 11-year-old female named Vanessa Williams.  Her birthdate is 8/21/2000.  She was at the Derby with her mother, and her father is unable to contact her mother via her cell phone.   The other is the older brother of a 20-year-old male.  He was walking around the fair, while his younger brother watched the derby.  He also cannot get through to his brother’s cell phone, and his parents are on their way to the hospital.  His brother’s name is Justin Timberlake.  His birthday is 1/7/1991.
Step 1.  HOSPITAL creates the alert via WI Trac on the computer.
· The Alert Type should be “MCI (Mass Casualty Incident)”.

· Be sure to begin the short description of the alert with “TEST**” and to end the short description with “**TEST”.

· Select all hospitals and EMS agencies involved in this exercise.  NOTE:  In a real incident, you would select all hospitals and EMS agencies that would be likely to triage and/or receive patients. You can add more later in the incident, but it is better to err on the side of more upon creation of the incident so as not to have to go back into WI Trac during triage to add more services or hospitals.

· Do not include WI Trac Administration/Alert All Roles in your selection of alert recipients.

· Include the scenario in the full description also beginning the text with “TEST**” and ending the text with “**TEST”.

· Be sure to click the “Submit” button at the bottom of the page to send the alert.

· Click ‘Switch Incident’, and locate the WI Trac incident for your session.

· Double-click on the correct WI Trac Incident.

· Lay out 15 wristbands on the table.

· Assign one patient scenario page to each wristband.  (See attached patient scenarios.)

· Add a “New Patient” on the scanner for each wristband, and scan each wristband.

· Designate a triage color for each patient.

· Enter patient data for each patient in the scanner from the patient scenarios.

· Designate a destination hospital for each (i.e. hospital participating in this exercise).
· OPTIONAL:  Take a photo of an individual by clicking the photo button while in a patient record, pointing the lens at their face so it shows on the screen, and then click the “Scan” button.
· Click ‘New Patient’ to add additional patients.

· Click ‘OK’ when completed with all patients.

· Dock the scanner back in its cradle connected to the computer.

· Upload the data by clicking ‘Send / Receive Updates’.

Step 4:   HOSPITAL views the updated patient information.

· While in the Patient Tracking section of WI Trac, the hospital can view the “Overview” and “Patients” tabs to view updated information.

Step 5:  HOSPITAL searches for two patients.

· While in the patient tracking incident, click on the “Search Patients” tab.
· Enter the information of the patients for which you are searching, and be sure to use the recommended date format and appropriate CAPS and spelling.
Step 6:  HOSPITAL concludes the exercise.
· Go into “Alert Manager” and open the alert that was created during this exercise by clicking on the alert’s title.  Scroll down and “complete” the alert.  Be sure to click the “Submit” button at the bottom to save this change.

· Go into “Patient Tracking” within WI Trac, and click on the edit icon to the left of the incident.  Scroll down, and click the “No” button after the word “Active”. Be sure to click the “Save” button at the bottom to save this change.
